Growers buy back
their rice stocks for the same price they sold it for and then resell it (during the period in
which prices are high). Storage fees of 1,000 CFA francs per sack are charged in order to
maintain and grow the fund (taking into account inflation).

For example: In 2009, in the Attara area, sacks of rice that were reverse repurchased at 8,000 Teces / xeTen6ep A33p YHAICNICIH
CFA francs per sack were sold in July at 15,000 CFA francs. The grower earned an extra 6,000
CFA francs, with 1,000 CFA francs being provided to the fund.

PMN/IPRODI makes funds available to the head of satellite initiatives/planners and carries
out monitoring and follow-up. Planners/heads of satellite initiatives implement and monitor
the practice. Growers are the clients in this process, providing rice and subsequently
repurchasing it.

Implemented in Attara (Niafunké Circle), along the Bara Issa River and in the Kessou floodplain
area (circles of Timbuktu and Goudam). Approximately 1,000 tonnes of rice are stored per
year. The fund only works with targeted growers who have an obvious need for such
assistance. There are four storage centres holding a total of eight storage facilities. The
practice has been in place since 2000. Annual audits show that the funds are growing. The
client base is regular and unchanging.
